We’re looking forward to welcoming you soon! As you prepare for your arrival, please take a 
few minutes to review the important information below to help ensure a smooth and 
enjoyable summit experience. 

Parking & Reimbursement 

Each hotel will provide a parking discount code for the property where you are staying. This 
code will be shared upon arrival at your hotel. 

Important reminder: 
When paying for parking, you must enter the correct email address to receive your 
electronic parking receipt. This receipt is required for reimbursement and missing or 
incorrect emails may prevent processing. **there will be no receipts printed** 

The Sheraton parking is for hotel guests and has limited extra spaces. There will be shuttles 
available from each overflow hotel, and you are highly encouraged to use the free shuttle. 
Please note, there is Sand Key Park near the Sheraton; however, it does close at dusk (you 
must be out at dusk or be towed at your own expense), and it costs $5.  

 

Guest Information 

Some attendees have opted to bring a guest.  

Please note: Only guests who were registered during attendee registration are permitted to 
attend:  

• The Welcome Reception on Sunday 
• The Banquet on Tuesday evening 

Guests who were not registered in advance will not be able to attend these events due to 
capacity limitations. No exceptions. 

For guest dining outside of summit-hosted meals: 

• On-site food is available at Main Stay Tavern, which offers a family-friendly menu.

• Assorted cereals and yogurts 

Main Floor (Rusty’s Restaurant): 
A full breakfast and lunch buffet will be available. After selecting your meal, you’re invited 
to enjoy casual networking areas: 

• Under the beach tent 
• At tables on the green space 
• Poolside 
•  Within Rusty’s Restaurant
