FEAFCS 4-H Youth Development Award is only open to current members of FEAFCS (dues must have been paid by November 30 of the prior year) who are involved in Extension Family and Consumer Sciences programming in the State of Florida (youth and adult programs).





The person submitting an application for an FEAFCS 4-H Youth Development Award shall be a current FEAFCS member.  Other team members listed on the award shall be current members of at least one of the member associations of the Extension Professional Associations of Florida (these include: Epsilon Sigma Phi, Florida Association of Extension 4-H Agents, Florida Association of County Agricultural Agents, Florida Association of Natural Resources Extension Professionals, and the Florida Extension Association of Family and Consumer Sciences).





An FEAFCS member may submit a 4-H Youth Development Award application for her/his part of a team project if other team members are not eligible or willing to apply.





Programs must be completed and carried out or continued from January 1 - December 31 of the prior year.





Entry may be by individual or team effort.  If a team entry, all members should be listed.  The first name will be considered the team leader.





Entries that are a team effort should provide information on how members of the team were involved.





No more than one individual entry per person may be submitted.





A report which has previously earned an award may not be submitted unless major revisions have been made.  Submit both reports.





Entries must provide specific information as specified in the guidelines for award application.





The judges will be selected by the FEAFCS Awards and Recognition Committee.
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
